BUILDING DOOR SAFETY
There was a recent accident in Building 90 involving a non-EETD employee who broke his finger when he reached to open one of the stairwell doors as it swung open. We can prevent these types of accidents by following some simple precautions:
1. Don’t stand in front of doors. Someone on the other side may not see you.
2. Open doors SLOWLY.
3. If the door has a window, take a quick look to ensure someone isn’t on the other side before opening.
4. If a door swings out towards you, reach for the handle carefully. Assume someone is on the other side.
5. [bookmark: _GoBack]Do not post flyers, posters, or other reading material on restroom, stairwell or hallway doors. If someone is reading them, they are probably not paying attention to the door swing. Do not obscure the door windows.
Warning tape is being placed on the floor in front of doors that may present a particular problem. Additional measures are being considered.
