NOTIFICATION OF EETD WORK AREA INCIDENTS
[bookmark: _GoBack]It is very important that the EETD Safety Manager and your Building Manager are notified immediately in the event of significant incidents that may occur in EETD work areas. Prompt reporting will help ensure the impacts of the incident are minimized and responsible parties take adequate follow-up. Types of incidents that must be reported immediately include:
· Any situation where X7911 or 911 is called for emergency response
· Chemical spills that cannot be immediately cleaned-up
· Employee exposure to hazardous chemicals, lasers, or radiation
· Hazardous gas leaks
· Fires
· Water floods
· Unusual or harmful odors
· Power outages
· Loss of exhaust ventilation
Up to date contact information must be posted near each lab entry door. This is usually on the door hazard placard. The EETD incident contact information is:
