Equipment Waste Collection Containers
[bookmark: _GoBack]Certain types of research equipment in the lab areas require a liquid effluent drain that leads into a collection container. A typical example is a liquid chromatograph. In some cases, the liquid effluent is considered non-hazardous. In other instances, the effluent may be corrosive or flammable and is therefore considered hazardous waste.
Collection of Non-Hazardous Effluent
When collecting non-hazardous effluent, make sure the collection container is clearly identified with the words “NON-HAZARDOUS” and a description of the effluent such as “WATER”, “CONDENSATE” or name of the materials such as “DILUTE POTASSIUM HYDROXIDE, pH = 8”.
No secondary containment is required in this instance, but it is highly encouraged in the event the container is overfilled. 
Collection of Hazardous Waste 
Collection of liquids that are flammable (solvents), corrosive (pH <2 or >12.5), or toxic are considered hazardous waste and should be handled in a designated Satellite Accumulation Area (SAA). In summary:
1. The container must have a red “HAZARDOUS WASTE” label affixed. The label must be accurately completed including a description of the wastes being accumulated and the accumulation start date. 
2. The accumulation container must be stored in a compatible secondary containment tray that has a >110% containment volume.
3. The container must be closed when not in use. A tube stuck into a bottle opening is not acceptable. The opening must be sealed with a rubber stopper or other means to prevent evaporation of the waste. A special waste collection can with drain attachments is also available. Go to: eBuy/GSS/VWR/ Centura Pre-Fabricated Quick-Disconnect Safety Cans- Justrite (Part #82013-208 for 1 gallon size).
4. The hood area where the accumulation container is located must be identified with a yellow “SATELLITE ACCUMULATION AREA” label.
5. The container contents must be disposed within 275 days or less of the accumulation start date indicated on the label.
