SAFETY ALERT

Transportation of Hazardous Materials
EETD personnel must be very careful about how hazardous materials are transported from building to building at LBNL, to/from off-site locations, and to/from collaborating research institutions. These are detailed in the Chemical Hygiene and Safety Plan at: http://www.lbl.gov/ehs/chsp/html/procure_trans.shtml#Transportation
In summary:
1. DO NOT transport any hazardous materials on any form of public transportation including the LBNL shuttle buses.
2. You may transport <0.5 L or 0.5 kg of hazardous materials on foot or in NON-PUBLIC vehicles if you have completed EHS0348 (Chemical Hygiene Safety) training and, if needed, EHS0344 (Nanomaterials) and if:
a. It is NOT: Biological, Radioactive, Self Reactive, Water Reactive, Highly Acutely Toxic, Hazardous Waste, Pyrophoric, Explosive, Compressed Gas
b. It is in a leak-tight primary container that is inside a leak-tight secondary enclosure that is inside a box or equivalent with cushioning and absorbing material. 
c. The internal and external containers must be labeled with the name of the material, hazards, names and phone numbers of the sender and any recipient.
d. Others traveling in the same vehicle must be told of the material.
e. A Material Safety Data Sheet (MSDS) must be enclosed if it will be delivered to others.
f. It is secured and transported in the trunk of a car or bed of a truck, not inside the passenger compartment.
g. It is transported to its final location without intermediate stops.
h. It is not transported with incompatible chemicals in the same secondary container.
3. If you need to transport a hazardous material and cannot meet the above requirements, you can have the item shipped by an approved carrier through by the LBNL Facilities Shipping Department. Strict Department of Transportation (DOT) requirements must be followed for packaging, labeling, and shipping. You can find additional information at: https://commons.lbl.gov/display/fac/Shipping.
