EETD Lab Area Housekeeping Self-Assessment Results
A self-assessment of EETD lab area housekeeping practices has recently been completed. All EETD lab areas in Buildings 62 and 70 were evaluated based on ten housekeeping related questions and scored on a scale of 0-100. A copy of the self-assessment check sheet is included in this Safety Alert. [bookmark: _GoBack]Lab areas that were recognized as having excellent housekeeping practices include: 62-342 (Cabana), 70-108/70-174 (Kostecki), and 70-157 (Russo). 
There were some common issues identified in a number of lab areas and these will need further focus by lab area Principal Investigators and Area Safety Leads. These Include:
1. Safety Glasses- A number of the lab areas surveyed do not have visitors safety glasses readily available. All labs areas are expected to have these available. These can be purchased through eBuy. 
2. Chemical Labeling- The chemical name must be clearly written on all secondary containers. The marking can be made directly on the container or through the use of stick-on label tape. 3. Containment Trays- Store liquid hazardous materials (including squeeze and wash bottles) in secondary containment trays. This is to minimize the impact and spread of spills. For further information regarding chemical storage requirements, go to: http://www.lbl.gov/ehs/chsp/html/storage.shtml
4. Unidentified Samples- Some lab areas have drawers, shelves and boxes containing a number of sample containers and glassware with unidentified contents. These will need to be properly disposed, but the contents will have to be identified first.
