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SAFETY ALERT

Lab Area Self-Inspection iPhone/iPad Application
All ETA lab area Principal Investigators are required to perform a quarterly self-inspection of the areas they are responsible for. This is to ensure that hazardous materials/wastes are being properly handled and that common safety issues such as electrical hazards, use of personal protective equipment, and area housekeeping are identified and promptly addressed. Currently, a hard-copy form is used to document these inspections. The ETA Communications Department has developed an on-line application that now allows these inspections to be submitted in “soft copy” format rather than maintaining hard copies in the lab area.
[bookmark: _GoBack]You can set-up your iPhone or iPad for quarterly lab area self-inspections by going to the following link: http://eetd-safety.lbl.gov/content/safety-inspection-form. The iPhone/iPad application installation instructions are as follows:
1.  Fill out this form to join TestFlightApp (the website we use to distribute apps): http://tflig.ht/1lyKLfK 
2. Go to testflightapp.com on your device (for iOS use the safari browser), and login 
3. Tap "Connect" and "Install"
4.  Once you have been approved, added to the ETA "Team" and added a device, you will receive an email with a link to install the app. 
5. You can always add more devices or install the app (and updates) directly at testflightapp.com, from your device. 
You may also access the ETA safety website and submit an inspection on-line rather than using the iPhone/iPad application. The web form is only available while connected to the LBNL network.  Internet Explorer is not supported. Go to the following link to access: http://eetd-safety.lbl.gov/content/safety-inspection-form
1. Scroll down click on the button called “New Inspection.”
2. This will open an on-line form that you can complete from your computer.
3. Once the form has been completed, click on the “submit” button.
4. The completed inspection form is uploaded on to a centralized spreadsheet for tracking purposes. The ETA Safety Manager will periodically access this database to verify self-inspections are being completed.
You may continue to complete the self-inspection forms in hard copy format and post them in your lab area if you prefer. The new web form and iPhone/iPad application are being made available as an option to simplify the process and reduce paperwork. 1. Chemical storage areas are free of spills and leaks. Work surfaces are free of
residues. Work areas are regularly wiped.

2. Chemical and sample containers are properly labeled for contents and
‘hazard. Chemical containers entered into the CMS inventory system.

3. Chemical containers are properly stored in containment trays or cabinets.
Incompatible chemicals are properly segregated. Containers are kept closed.

4. Satellite Accumulation Area (SAA) is in compliance with hazardous waste
requirements. Wastes are properly labeled. Accumulation is <275 days.

5. Emergency equipment and supplies are in good order. Eyewash/shower has
unobstructed access. Chemical spill cleanup supplies accessible. Postings up to date.

6. Proper Personal Protective Equipment (PPE) is available, being used, and is
‘properly stored. Safety glasses, chemical gloves, lab coats, closed toe shoes in use.

7.Hood sash is kept closed when not in use. Hood sash is operating within
normal exhaust requirements (no alarms). Hood sash closes properly.

8. Equipment is seismically secured. Wheeled equipment and objects over 4 feet
tall secured where egress could be blocked. Straps secured in place.

9. Electrical power cords and plug strips are in good condition. They do not
present a trip hazard. Electrical panels are not blocked. Equipment panels secured.

10. Lab area housekeeping is satisfactory. The area is free of unnecessary clutter.
There are no trip hazards. Sharps are properly stored. Glove boxes are orderly.
