EETD Safety Metrics (Ron)
The committee briefly reviewed the January 2013 Safety Metrics presentation slides.
· The committee discussed a recent recordable ergonomics-related injury. The employee went to Health Services without prior reporting of discomfort. We need to better communicate early reporting. We also discussed looking closer at the self-assessment “high risk” results and clarifying actions needed when a high or moderate risk level is triggered. (AI- Ron/Richard)
· It was recommended that reminders be given at various departmental meetings about early reporting of ergonomic-related discomfort. A “What’s New” newsletter reminder is already planned.
· Open training assignments continue to improve. We have reached a new low of 116 assignments. Of the 116 assignments, 44 are for new-hire employees in their first 30 days. The number of assignments overdue for more than 2 months is significantly down to 5.

Safety Alerts and Lessons Learned (Ron)
· Two new Safety Alerts were issued in the past month. The first involved the safe use of razor blades. The second involved a summary of electrical safety inspection requirements for equipment.
· Two of EETD’s Safety Alerts were featured in the lab-wide “Lessons Learned” program. These included the alerts involving hot plate safety and the alert regarding damaged chemical packages.
· It was recommended that we promote the “1 Minute 4 Safety” documents available through EHSS. These can be linked to the new EETD safety website. We can also put out a reminder in the “What’s New” newsletter.

Self-Assessment Program Update (Ron)
· The lab area housekeeping practices self-assessment in underway. Lab walkthroughs have been completed and the labs with excellent housekeeping practices identified. There were also some lab areas identified that need improvement. A self-assessment report is being prepared and should be available for review shortly.
· The next self-assessment will involve “On the Job Training” practices. Material Sciences Division (MSD) has expressed an interest in performing a joint self-assessment with EETD. 

Building Emergency Team (BET) Update 
· The Building 70 and Building 90 BET need some new members now that ESD is moving out.  (Action Item- Susan).
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Additional EETD staffing of the Building 62 BET is being addressed. We have two new volunteers who are currently getting their training completed.

Old Business (All)
· The new EETD Safety website is nearly complete and ready to go “live” in the next several weeks. Ron will distribute the electronic link to the webpage “frames” so the committee can get a look: http://eetd-ehs.lbl.gov/
· The EETD Integrated Safety Management Plan is undergoing its annual review. A copy has been distributed to committee members. Comments should be submitted to Ron within the next week (February 15).

New Business (All)
· Richard DeBusk and Maria Prieto of EHSS gave the committee an update on improvements being made to the “Safety Concerns” website. EETD is leading the rest of the divisions in submitting concerns. The system is being updated so that we can better track submitted concerns by division and also include division-specific suggestions. Completion times for low and high-risk concerns are also being established.
· Some of the Building 90 employees have been wondering if there are any safety precautions when working in their offices late at night. This needs to be better defined and communicated. (AI- Ron will submit a “Safety Concerns” to get EHSS input on the best way to handle).
· Henry Coles was recognized with a Safety Spot Award and a Safety is Elemental-pin for his efforts in improving the “Safety Concerns” system.  Congratulations Henry and well deserved!
