EETD Safety Metrics (Ron)
The March 2014 Safety Metrics presentation slides were distributed to the committee by email earlier in the week. They are also available on the EETD Safety website: http://eetd-ehs.lbl.gov/content/safety-metrics-and-performance.  Some items discussed include:
· We had one recordable accident in March involving a slip on a wet floor while on travel outside the US. The committee discussed some ideas for improving travel safety awareness and how to access information on emergency assistance. There could be a risk due to “jet lag” that personnel should be made aware of. 
· The committee discussed the Building 70 power outage that occurred in February. A number of lessons learned and action items were identified afterwards. There doesn’t seem to be much activity since. Tim and Ron will follow-up on status.
· We had a large number of ergonomic assessment requests during March. The EHS ergonomists have been doing an excellent job keeping up with the demand and addressing issues.
· The committee discussed status of recently submitted safety concerns.

Safety Alerts and Lessons Learned (Ron)
All Safety Alerts are found on the EETD Safety webpage. The following alerts were recently issued:

· Lab Sink Drain Restrictions.
· Proper Use of Chemical Protective Gloves

Self-Assessment Program Update (Ron)
· The Personal Protective Equipment (PPE) self-assessment project has been completed and submitted. There were three types of issues identified for further action:
· Need to start using 100% flame retardant cotton lab coats rather than the commonly used polyester lab coats. Regular cleaning of the lab coats also needs to be addressed.
· Need to communicate alternative types of chemical gloves available rather than relying solely on the nitrile exam gloves.
· Need to ensure all lab workers are following basic PPE equipment requirements while in the wet labs. This includes wearing proper safety glasses.
· The inter-division self-assessment regarding off-site work practices has started. A survey has gone out to each participating division. This counts as EETD’s second self-assessment for 2014.

Building Emergency Team (BET) Update 
· There are some upcoming changes to the Building Emergency Team procedure that will promote better recognition for contributions made. Participation will be counted during the BET’s annual performance appraisal.
· An issue was identified in Building 90 regarding evacuation of personnel with limited mobility. Protective Services is developing procedures to address including assigning area “buddies” that can assist or at least identifying those unable to evacuate to emergency responders.

Old Business (All)
· The annual review and update of the EETD Integrated Safety Management Plan has been completed and is available on the EETD Safety website.
· We still need to identify an EETD representative to the Safety Advisory Committee and someone who will chair the Safety Committee.

New Business (All)
· Susan and Tim are working on additional operational improvements in the Building 70/70A gas cylinder cage area. Much of the focus is on filling and storage of cryogenic dewars.
· There is an annual EETD Division Director Safety Walkthrough scheduled for April 17.
· There is a quarterly Satellite Accumulation Area hazardous waste inspection scheduled for April 28.
· The EETD Safety Committee has completed its two-year term. We need to start identifying candidates from each department who would like to participate.
