EETD Safety Metrics (Ron)
The committee reviewed the September 2013 Safety Metrics presentation slides.
· There was one minor cut injury in August. This accident occurred after clinic operating hours and there was some confusion about where to get medical assistance. Action Item: Update EETD emergency flip charts to include information on after hours medical assistance.
· Recent “Safety Concerns” submitted by EETD personnel were reviewed. There were six submitted in September.  Several concerns submitted involved traffic and slip/trip issues in the B51 parking lot area. Another concern involved the improper use of the shuttle bus bike racks. EHS is following up on these institution-wide concerns.
· Open training assignments continue to improve. We had 64 open assignments at the end of September. We continue to focus on correcting JHA’s and eliminating unnecessary training. We have also eliminated nearly all assignments that have been due for >3 months.

Safety Alerts and Lessons Learned (Ron)
All Safety Alerts are found on the EETD Safety webpage. The following alerts were recently issued:
· A Safety Alert was issued regarding annual review and update of chemical inventories in the CMS system.
· A Safety Alert was issued regarding proper disposal of lab samples. A “Terminating Researcher Check List” was developed as part of this alert to ensure samples are accounted for prior to leaving LBNL.

Self-Assessment Program Update (Ron)
· The “Office Electrical Safety” self-assessment project has been completed and the final report submitted. Overall, the Building 90 office areas looked really good. Corrective actions have already started to address the findings from this assessment.
· The committee reviewed the 2014 self-assessment project survey results and discussed which topics will be covered next year. The following self assessments will be proposed for 2014:
· Self -assessment on Personal Protective Equipment (PPE) use in lab areas
· Self -assessment on use of the Chemical Management System. Note: Consider focus areas such as pros/cons from researcher perspective, identification and possible elimination of highly hazardous chemicals, inventory accuracy.
· Lab-wide self-assessment on types of hazards and required controls for an “off-site” worker safety program.
· A 2014 Self-Assessment Plan will be submitted to OCA by the end of October. Ron will send a draft to the committee for review.

Building Emergency Team (BET) Update 
· The annual earthquake preparedness drill will be held on October 17 starting at 10:17am. All buildings will be evacuated as part of the drill.

Old Business (All)
· Check the EETD Safety website for updated safety information. The link to access is: http://eetd-ehs.lbl.gov/. Improvements are on going.
· The new “soft copy” lab area self-inspection system should be available to users in the next few weeks. EETD Communications is finalizing their application for testing. 

New Business (All)
· A quarterly Satellite Accumulation Area (SAA) inspection of EETD lab areas will be held on October 29. A reminder has been sent out to lab area contacts.
