Subject: 10/4/12 EETD Safety Committee Meeting Minutes

EETD Safety Metrics (Ron)
The committee reviewed the September 2012 Safety Metrics presentation slides.
· We have been seeing a spike in incomplete and expired JHA’s. Many are due for renewal this time of year. Regular reminders are being sent out.
· The number of incomplete training assignments has not show much improvement. Regular reminders are being sent out. Some courses may be getting assigned but are not applicable to the actual work being performed. Supervisors may not be aware they can waive certain courses. We should put out information on the process for waiving unneeded training (Action Item- Ron).
· A very old CATS item #6474 regarding a Class D fire extinguisher in 70-163 needs to be resolved (Action Item- Ron).

Safety Alerts and Lessons Learned (Ron)
· A Safety Alert was issued regarding requirements that must be followed by users of engineered nanomaterial. It was observed at the last SAA inspection that some areas are inconsistent in following the lab policy.
· A Safety Alert was issued regarding updates to the Chemical Management System (CMS) inventory database. A reminder will be sent out annually. A great deal of work has been performed in getting EETD areas updated. Efforts will continue in 2013.
· An incident occurred in 62-348 on 10/2/12 regarding delivery of a crushed container of Sodium Ethoxide. The fire department was called out to assist in placing the items into an over pack container. A Safety Alert/Lessons Learned will be issued to all EETD lab leads to ensure they are aware of what occurred and precautions that need to be taken in the event a damaged container is delivered (Action Item- Ron).

Self-Assessment Program Update (Ron)
· The draft self-assessment report for the hood sash height project will go out for review and comment today. The final report needs to be submitted right away.  This will fulfill the 2012 self-assessment LBNL requirement.
· The Safety Committee discussed future self-assessment projects for inclusion into the 2013 self-assessment plan.  A Google Survey was sent out with 16 different self-assessment ideas. The survey had 20 responses and the top three projects identified are:
· Focus group- safety training effectiveness (7)- 44%
· Assessment of workplace housekeeping practices (7)- 44%
· Assessment of electrical energy usage in Building 90 office areas (6) -38%
· The committee recommended that we move forward with the top three projects identified as part of our 2013 self-assessment plan. We will need volunteers for each of the three projects to help better define scope and implementation plans.

Building Emergency Team (BET) Update 
· The Building 90 BET will need some new members now that ESD is moving out. BET staffing on each floor in Building 90 also needs to be updated due to the recent moves (Action Item- Susan).
· Additional EETD staffing of the Building 62 BET is needed.
· The annual building evacuation drill and earthquake awareness exercise will be conducted on Thursday, October 18.

Old Business (All)
· Flex Lab update. The trailer demolition will start in the next few weeks. The area is currently fenced off. The Building 90 evacuation relocation area has not changed but access may be different at times. A Safety Alert needs to be distributed regarding precautions employees should follow when walking near the construction area (Action Item- Ron).
· The committee is interested in seeing any statistics regarding use of the EHS Division “Safety Concern” reporting system. Dan Best will follow-up and see if EHSS can update the system such that employees can access a database of concerns submitted. Henry Coles has also provided comments on improvements to the Safety Concerns system.

New Business (All)
· The EETD safety website is currently being updated and improved. Ron is asking for any suggestions on how to improve the usefulness of the website. A preliminary website should be available for committee review in the next several weeks.
· The LBL Safety Advisory Committee (SAC) peer review report for EETD has been completed. A presentation summarizing the recommendations and planned actions has been distributed to the committee. Currently, each department head is scheduling a walkthrough of their areas. Prior to the holiday break, each department will implement a “safety day” to focus on issues identified from the walkthroughs.
