EETD Safety Metrics (Ron)
The committee briefly reviewed the November 2012 Safety Metrics presentation slides.
· Training completions have shown significant improvement. Some long-time overdue assignments are being completed. The RII004 “UC Ethics” course was recently implemented and added another 100 assignments.
· The committee discussed the two accidents that occurred in November with both involving broken arms. Both are considered non-work related but may be covered under workers compensation.
· A very old CATS item #6474 regarding a Class D fire extinguisher in 70-163 is being worked on with the fire marshal and should be resolved in the next few days (Action Item- Ron).

Safety Alerts and Lessons Learned (Ron)
· The committee discussed the recent near-miss incident regarding employees accessing the B90 roof area without required fall protection controls. This incident is being handled as a Level 4 “Occurrence Reporting and Processing System” (ORPS) event. Action Item: Additional communication is needed to EETD personnel regarding this event and the serious implications. (Ron)
· The committee discussed an event involving a hot plate and melted plastic container. A fire did not occur since the hot plate was located inside an inert atmosphere glove box. Action Item: This should be shared as a “near miss/lesson learned” lab-wide. (Ron) 

Self-Assessment Program Update (Ron)
· The 2013 Self Assessment Plan for EETD has been approved and submitted. A copy has been provided to the committee.
· The first self-assessment will involve an assessment of lab area housekeeping practices. A check sheet for assessing areas is currently being developed. Anyone interested in participating should contact Ron.
· The second self-assessment will involve “On the Job Training” practices. Material Sciences Division (MSD) has expressed an interest in performing a joint self-assessment with EETD. This should give our division some benchmarking opportunities from similar types of lab areas.

Building Emergency Team (BET) Update 
· The Building 90 BET will need some new members now that ESD is moving out. BET staffing on each floor in Building 90 also needs to be updated due to the recent moves (Action Item- Susan).
· Additional EETD staffing of the Building 62 BET is still needed.
· Local radios have been obtained for the Building 90 BET. We should plan on the same for Building 70.
· Ron had some observations from the 10/18/12 evacuation drill performed in Building 70. There are actually two relocation areas that are being used rather than the one identified near B50.  In addition, we need to better identify “duck and cover” procedures in wet lab areas, as these may not always be practical in such locations.

Old Business (All)
· Ron showed the committee some of the features developed for the pending EETD safety website. Action item: Distribute the electronic link to the webpage “frames” so the committee can better review and comment on content. (Ron)

New Business (All)
· There will be discussion at the next committee meeting regarding off-site fieldwork and new approval requirements.
