Core Laser Safety “On the Job Training” Form

This form must be completed prior to allowing an individual to work alone


Rationale:

All laser users at LBNL are required to take a basic laser safety course (EHS302) or equivalent web course.
While this class is important to the general understanding of hazards, it is site specific training that will
prevent most laboratory injuries. For example, Laser alignment/beam manipulation has proven to be the
activity related to the majority of laser accidents in the research setting. It presents the greatest opportunity 
for unplanned/ unintentional reflections onto the eye or skin. In recognition of this, only individuals with the
skills and system/ hazard awareness are allowed to perform “beam on” laser manipulation and alignment 
work.
The individuals listed below have demonstrated core laser safety skills for their work site by OJT.

OJT is carried out by:
· Mentoring the individual through instruction on the work process and safety steps 

· Demonstrating hands on skills

· Observing the individual while they perform the activity

· Receiving feedback from the trainee
