Hazardous Waste Accumulation Containers in Hoods
During the course of work inside fume hoods, small quantities of hazardous wastes may be generated. This may include spent flammable solvents such as acetone or alcohol. In many cases, the waste can be transferred directly into a designated hazardous waste container located in a nearby Satellite Accumulation Area (SAA). However, there are some lab areas that have accumulation containers established inside the fume hood for collection of hazardous wastes. These accumulation containers must meet all the requirements for a Satellite Accumulation Area (SAA).

Personnel are encouraged to transfer any accumulated hazardous wastes directly into an established Satellite Accumulation Area outside the hood immediately upon completion of work. However, if the work requires a longer-term accumulation container inside the hood, the following requirements must be met:
1. The container must have a red “HAZARDOUS WASTE” label affixed. The label must be accurately completed including a description of the wastes being accumulated and the accumulation start date. 
2. The accumulation container must be stored in a compatible secondary containment tray that has a >110% containment volume.
3. The container must be closed when not in use. This may be by means of a cap or lid. There are funnels available that have lids affixed.
4. The hood area where the accumulation container is located must be identified with a yellow “SATELLITE ACCUMULATION AREA” label.
5. The container contents must be disposed within 275 days or less of the accumulation start date indicated on the label.
