Hazardous Waste Accumulation Logs
Hazards: Hazardous Chemical Reactions
Proper collection and storage of hazardous wastes generated in lab areas is important for not only complying with strict regulatory requirements, but also prevention of hazardous reactions from occurring due to mixing/consolidation of incompatible wastes. There have been several recent instances where the red flammable waste collection cans are being used for collection of flammable wastes, but no Waste Accumulation Log was in use. As a result, it was not clear what has been added to the flam-can during the waste accumulation period. LBNL PUB-3092 “Waste Generator Guidelines”, identifies requirements for collection and storage of hazardous wastes: http://www2.lbl.gov/ehs/waste/wm_pub_3092.shtml
In summary, Waste Accumulation Logs should be used as follows:
1. A Waste Accumulation Log should be associated with each flam-can stored in the Satellite Accumulation Area (SAA). An example log is attached to this Safety Alert.
2. The Waste Accumulation Log should be posted or stored near the point of generation of the flam-can so that users can readily access it.
3.  The first “add” date on the log must be identical to the SAA (satellite accumulation area) start date on the red hazardous waste label affixed to the flam-can.
4. Each time hazardous waste is added to the flam can, the user must write a description of the waste on the log. This includes the chemical names, quantity, date added, and user initials. Ensure the waste added is compatible with other items listed on the log.
5. Once the flam can is full, submit a Hazardous Waste Disposal Requisition by going to the on-line waste requisition system (https://wastereq.lbl.gov/shoeboxstart.asp). Use the information on the Waste Accumulation Log when entering the waste description.
6. A copy of the completed Waste Accumulation Log must be sent to the Waste Management Group as part of the hazardous waste requisition submittal.
