Meeting Attendees: Ron Scholtz (DIV), Susan Synarski (DIV), Michel Foure (ESDR), Henry Coles (BTUS), Willard Wells (EHS), Deborah Ash (EAEI)

ETA Safety Metrics (Ron)
The March 2015 Safety Metrics presentation slides were distributed to the committee by email earlier in the week. They are also available on the ETA Safety website: http://eetd-ehs.lbl.gov/content/safety-metrics-and-performance.  Some items discussed include:
· ETA pending JHA’s (99%) and training assignment completion rates (99.5%) are consistently exceeding LBNL overall averages (90% and 94% respectively) each month.
· There were only 42 pending assignments for ETA. This is an all-time low.
· There were two accidents reported in March. One involved a shoulder strain injury while working in a glove box. The second involved a fractured toe from a falling laptop. 
· The JHA metrics will be discontinued started next month as we transition to the new Activity Manager system.

Safety Alerts and Lessons Learned (Ron)

· Sit-Stand Desk Electrical Issue
· Good Housekeeping Practices Prevent Fires

Self-Assessment Program Update (Ron)
· The glove box self-assessment project is wrapping up. A survey has been sent to all glove box owners. In addition, a team has conducted a field inspection of each ETA glove box. The draft report is currently being written. It will be sent to the committee for review.
· The three self-assessments projects for 2015 are:
· Evaluation of Glove Box Operation and Maintenance Practices
· Evaluation of Lab Area Chemical Spill Preparedness
· Evaluation of Lab Equipment Seismic Protection

Building Emergency Team (BET) Update 
· Automatic External Defibrillators (AED) are being installed in the B90 lobby, B90 fourth floor, and the B70 lobby. CPR trained personnel will use these. When responding to potential heart attack emergencies

Old Business (All)
· The new Work Planning and Control “Activity Manager” system implementation has started. Many work activities are still in the set-up stages. Bill Wells (EHS) is assisting on the Level 3 activities. BTUS has started to add workers to their Non-Experimental Research activities. All “opt-out” status personnel have been added as well.
· The draft ISM Plan has been distributed for review and comment. We will accept comments until next Friday 4/10.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]The temporary lighting for Building 70 should be removed this weekend. The new electrical panel installation has been completed. This was a result of the B70 fire incident.

New Business (All)
· The new ETA representative to the LBNL Safety Advisory Committee is Darryl Dickerhoff.
· The new ETA Electrical Safety Officer (ESO) is Alan Biocca from the Engineering Division.
· Ron gave the committee an update on the recent perchlorate explosion that occurred at UCB. We are currently identifying lab areas that use perchlorates and removing unwanted containers. Controls and awareness will be implemented for those areas that continue use.
· Quarterly SAA inspections are being planned for the end of April.
