Meeting Attendees: Ron Scholtz (ETA), Susan Synarski (ETA), Michel Foure (ESDR), Henry Coles (BTUS), Larry McLouth (EHS), Kim Abbott (DOE/BSO)

ETA Safety Metrics (Ron)
The July 2015 Safety Metrics presentation slides were distributed to the committee by email earlier in the week. They are also available on the ETA Safety website: http://eetd-ehs.lbl.gov/content/safety-metrics-and-performance.  Some items discussed include:
· Training assignment completion rates (98.5%) are consistently exceeding LBNL overall averages (93%) each month.
· There was 1 accident reported involving a chemical exposure to electrolyte solution in 70-263.
· There has been significant progress in Activity Manager set-up. There are 104 Work Activities established. Of these, 97 are “active”. The remaining 7 are Level 3 Work Activities that are pending EHS collaboration. These are for lab areas that are still being set-up.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Of the 698 ETA personnel, 572 are assigned and accepted. Another 113 are “opt-out” status.  The remainder are new hires waiting for assignment or acceptance of assignment.
· Use of the old Job Hazards Analysis (JHA) and Activity Hazard Document (AHD) systems has been discontinued.

Safety Alerts and Lessons Learned (Ron)
All Safety Alerts are found on the ETA Safety webpage: http://eetd-safety.lbl.gov. The following Safety Alerts were issued in April/May:
· Fluorescent Light Bulb Disposal
· Non-Hazardous Wipe Collection
· Compressed Gas Cylinder Safety
· Extension Cord Safety
· Multiple Outlet Power Strip Safety

Self-Assessment Program Update (Ron)
· The glove box self-assessment project is pending. The draft report is currently being written. It will be sent to the committee for review once available.
· The three self-assessments projects for 2015 are:
· Evaluation of Glove Box Operation and Maintenance Practices (no activity since last meeting)
· Evaluation of Lab Area Chemical Spill Preparedness (prototype spill kit being developed)
· Evaluation of Lab Equipment Seismic Protection (replace with Reactive Metals Assessment project being lead by EHS)

Building Emergency Team (BET) Update 
· All BET have been assigned to the new BET Work Activity. All ETA personnel have completed acceptance of the assignment.
· A new BET radio/equipment box has been installed in the B90 lobby for easier access during emergencies. This has power installed for keeping the radio charged.

Old Business (All)
· The City of Berkeley hazardous waste area inspections in B62 were completed. No issues were identified.
· Progress has been made in removing equipment from the “failed electrical equipment” list. There are now 11 items pending that either need to be repaired or scrapped.

New Business (All)
· The new ETA Electrical Safety Officer (ESO) is Ari Harding.
· All ETA Qualified Electrical Workers (QEW) have been assigned to the new QEW Work Activity. A number of training courses were activated. The QEW’s are now working on completing these.
· The quarterly SAA hazardous waste inspections were recently completed. There were two issues identified that resulted in CATS being generated. Corrective actions are on going.
· Susan is participating on a new LBNL Lab Clean-up Committee. This committee is looking for ways to improve lab area housekeeping practices. There will probably be a website with available resources listed. Also looking at establishing a cleanup day for ETA areas. More information will be provided as the committee gets established.
