ETA Safety Metrics (Ron)
The September 2015 Safety Metrics presentation slides were distributed to the committee by email earlier in the week. They are also available on the ETA Safety website: http://eetd-ehs.lbl.gov/content/safety-metrics-and-performance.  Some items discussed include:
· Training assignment completion rates (98.5%) are consistently exceeding LBNL overall averages (93%) each month.
· There were 2 accidents reported involving repetitive motion injuries to the hands/arm. One was an OSHA Recordable accident with work restrictions.
· Activity Manager set-up has been completed. There are 105 Work Activities established. Of these, 99 are “active”. There are six Level 3 Work Activities that are pending EHS collaboration. These are for the new B33 JCESR lab area that is under construction.
· Of the 670 ETA personnel, 544 are assigned and accepted. Another 112 are “opt-out” status.  The remainders are new hires waiting for assignment or acceptance of assignment.

Safety Alerts and Lessons Learned (Ron)

· Misidentified Chemical Container “Lessons Learned”
· Safety Alert- Nitric Acid Waste Treatment

Self-Assessment Program Update (Ron)
· The “Glove Box Operation and Maintenance Self-Assessment” project is completed and the final report submitted.
· The “Chemical Spill Preparedness Self-Assessment” project final report has been drafted and is pending review and comment prior to approvals.
· A draft 2016 Self-Assessment Plan has been generated and is out for comments prior to approval. The proposed self-assessments projects for 2016 are:
· Evaluation of ETA Activity Manager Implementation
· Evaluation of ETA Electrical Equipment NRTL Status
· Evaluation of Work Practices Involving Engineered Nanomaterials

Building Emergency Team (BET) Update 
· The “Great Shake-Out” lab-wide earthquake drill is scheduled for Thursday, October 15 at 10:15am.
· The BET will no longer be required to perform building “sweeps” during evacuations. Their primary responsibility will focus on management of the relocation areas.
· A new training course (EHS0135) is being planned for all LBNL personnel regarding “protective actions” needed during emergencies. No date has been set yet.

Old Business (All)
· Progress has been made in removing equipment from the “failed electrical equipment” list. There are now 9 items pending that either need to be repaired or scrapped.
· All ETA Qualified Electrical Workers (QEW) are now working on completing their required training.

· The new EHS Division Liaison to ETA is Bill Wells.
· The quarterly SAA hazardous waste inspections will be scheduled the last week of October
· DOE will be conducting chemical safety walkthroughs of selected LBNL lab areas in November. This includes the requirements in NFPA 45. We need to communicate basic requirements to PI’s so they can check their lab areas and prepare.
